Booster shots here
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If you got two shots of an mRNA vaccine like Pfizer,
you can get a booster from Moderna and vice versa.

In short, no.

However, if you received only one dose of Johnson
& Johnson, there’s evidence that you could gain
higher protection from getting an mRNA booster.

If it’s been at least three months from your J&J shot,
you could opt for the double dose of Pfizer or
Moderna to really secure a high level of immunity.
