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But if I can still catch COVID,

what'’s the p0:nt of a booster?
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A booster gets you back on your feet faster and will
likely keep you out of the hospital.
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If you are boosted and exposed to COVID-19, it will take
about 4-5 days for your immune response to fully kick
In. The omicron variant has a shorter incubation period
than other variants and can make you sick in as little as

2-3 days. This means that even If you catch omicron, you
might only be sick for a day or two before your immune

system fights it off.

Without a booster, you could be sicker for much longer
and even get more seriously ill.
